The Propertyd

Rock Castle Road is one

most historic areas. It was named for a high
rock bluff overlooking the James River,
which was how early settlers made their way
west from Jamestown. Between 1714 and
1727, Colonel John Bolling and his wife,
Jane Rolfe, granddaughter of Pocahontas,
patented over 5,000 acres of land in the Rock
Castle area. Isham Randolph acquired the
3000 acres of Dungeness in 1720. His
daughters were Jane, mother of Thomas Jef-
ferson, and Anne, the mother of Governor
James Pleasants. Sir Archy, the first great
racehorse in the new country, was foaled at
Ben Lomond in 1805 and is buried there with
his groom & dog.
